Some of the late alternates do not have a reviewer at this time because of the number of alternate scholars who have been nominated (just a few more than we expected!).  Late accepted scholars are encouraged to try to catch up over the holidays.

On January 16th,, 2001 alternates who have submitted their first four assignments and have completed the quizzes will be reviewed by a team who will select the first round of additional primaries.
